WHERE INDOORS MEETS OUTDOORS
[-Grace recently completed an office
expansion project for KAA Design Group,
an Architectural Design Firm based in
LA. The one-story former industrial space
underwent a facelift and was expanded
to accommodate the growing number of
KAAs employees.
